     The God-given mission of Conway Christian School is to “train up a child in the way he should go” according to the Word of God, and to do so within an atmosphere of Biblical love and discipline.

    Students at Conway Christian School are called to a wonderful standard- Christian discipleship.  We want our students to enjoy the benefits of a Biblical lifestyle with all the joy and discipline of Christ-centered living.  We want to encourage God’s best in our students, discourage “the sins that beset us” and offer protection from the ways of the world so prevalent in American society today.

    To do so, we are required to implement school standards.  As a private Christian school, we expect our students to conduct themselves – on campus and off campus – in a manner that honors God. For example, students are expected to refrain from the use of illegal drugs, alcoholic beverages, sexual activity, profanity, illegal activities, cheating and other forms of stealing, the use of tobacco products, crude behavior, hurtful gossip and other activities that reflect poorly upon the name of Jesus.  We also call on our students to set a positive example as directed in Ephesians 4:32: “And be kind to one another, tender-hearted, forgiving each other, just as God in Christ also has forgiven you.”

     In order to protect our children at Conway Christian School, we have established the following policy.  If school standards are violated, or if we receive reports of violations, we will honor God-given parental authority by presenting these reports to a parent.  This will allow parents to restore their child’s reputation in the case of gossip or enable them to appropriately discipline their child if such reports are true.  The school administration meanwhile, will enforce existing disciplinary policies.  We believe that involving parents in questionable actions related to their children will further enable us to shepherd and encourage our entire student body in the cause of Christ.

K-3, K-4, & K-5 GUIDELINES

1.  K -3 students must be 3 years old prior to September 1.        

2.  K-4 students must be 4 years old prior to September 1.

3.  K-5 students must be 5 years old prior to September 1.
4.  Proper health forms must be turned into the office before September 15.

5.  K-3 & K-4 hours are from 8:00 til 12:00 noon.  K-5 hours are 8:00 til 2:40.   School doors open at 7:15 a.m. each morning for parents who need to drop their children off earlier.  K-3 & K-4 students go to lunch at 10:45 and will be dismissed at 11:55. You may purchase lunch or send a lunch box.

6. Mark your child’s name on all personal belongings such as coat, sweater, hat, books, & lunchboxes. 

7. If you wish to talk to your child’s teacher, please arrange for a private conference by calling the office.

8. Students bring home their papers in a folder; make sure you check and return folder the next day.  K-5 papers will be sent home once a week. 

9.  Please dress your child warmly in cold weather as we do play outside in cold weather. 

10. On the first day of school as well as all other days, do not walk your child to class. A teacher or staff member will be outside to make sure your child gets to his class. This is easier for your child and less disruptive to his class.

11. All students must be completely potty trained and able to take care of their own needs. (Teachers are not allowed to go into the bathroom stalls.)  Make sure students wear clothes they can manage themselves (buckles, snaps, etc.).

12. Send a ziplock bag of extra clothes to keep at school in case of an accident.

Music is important in a child’s life.  It helps develop discipline, teaches how to set and achieve goals, and develops lifetime skills that can be used individually and in a group.  Research has shown that music lessons dramatically increase a child's abstract reasoning skills, the very same skills used in math and science (Neurological Research, Vol. 19, February 1997).   Another study found that the greatest engineers and technical designers in the Silicon Valley are practicing musicians ("The Case for Sequential Music Education in the Core Curriculum of the Public Schools," The Center for the Arts in the Basic Curriculum, New York, 1989).   There are even studies available that prove that children who receive music education score higher on their SAT's (College-Bound Seniors National Report: Profile of SAT Program Test Takers. Princeton, NJ: The College Entrance Examination Board, 2001).    But most importantly, music is a way to worship and praise our God.  There are over 200 scripture references commanding us to make music unto the Lord!  

 Included in the curriculum at CCS are music education classes for K-3 through 6th grade and music appreciation for 9th grade.  In addition, other ensembles and lessons are available here at the school, offering high quality individualized training coupled with convenience to further your child’s music education.  Please consider which of the “extra” classes your child may have an interest in, and REGISTER for them during ORIENTATION in the GYM.  Vocal and instrumental ensembles and choirs are included in tuition; private and group lessons have an additional fee.

Student Arrival Procedures:

 - All students must be dropped off at the main entrance.     

- Adult staff members will be present to open your car door and walk your child to class from 7:30 a.m. until 8:00 a.m. every morning.  

- Arrival time begins at 7:15 a.m.  Since the classrooms do not open until 7:30 a.m.:    
- elementary early arrivals will be sent to a classroom with one of our 
teachers; 

- middle & high school early arrivals may wait in the gym.  

- For the safety of all students, please drive slowly and follow school official's 

directions. PLEASE DO NOT PARK.  

Student Departures Procedures:

- Dismissal for elementary begins at 2:40 p.m. at the main entrance [same as mornings].  

- Dismissal for middle/high school students begins at 3:00 p.m. in front of the gym.

- Arrivals before 2:40 p.m. may pull up to the STOP sign, but not to the school  entrance until the start of dismissal.  

- Adult staff members will be present to open your car door and put your child in the car.  

Tardiness Policy:

- If you are late, parents MUST report to the office with their child to be signed in and receive a tardy slip.   

- High school students who drive to school & are tardy 3 times in a week will lose their driving privilege.
